st
 vision – The rider on the red horse 

 - The prayer of the Messiah asking blessing for Israel  

 

2
nd

 vision – The four horns and the four craftsmen 

 -  The prediction of God’s judgment upon the nations that  

have scattered Israel 

 

3
rd

 vision – The measuring of Jerusalem 

-  The promise of Israel’s future expansion as the Messiah is  

in their midst. 

 

4
th

 vision – The High Priest Joshua 

-  The purity of the people through their being cleansed  

 from sin 

 

5
th

 vision – The lampstand 

-  The power of the Holy Spirit to make the nation of Israel a  

 light to the world 

 

6
th

 vision –  The flying scroll 

 -  The judgment to purify the nation of her sin and wickedness 

 

7
th

 vision –  The woman in the basket 

 -  The judgment to purge the land of wickedness 

 

8
th

 vision –  The four chariots 

-  The judgment to punish the nations of the world for their  

 persecution of the Jews
